Health Impact Assessment Summary
Sports stadium and sports clubs contribute significantly to the health and wellbeing agenda, not just in terms of the sport and physical activity opportunities they provide but also their work with local communities there promotion and involvement in agendas relating to engagement with young people, health education and indeed health related activity delivery. However the breadth of this work is often not appreciated by all colleagues internally and certainly not by external bodies such as local authorities and NHS organisations who will value this contribution. 

This Health Impact Assessment has been designed to “provide a detailed picture of all the clubs stadiums activities that positively impact on the health of your communities, your staff and your members and supporters”. The confidential assessment helps to explore and report on the valuable contribution that your stadium and/or club makes to the health and wellbeing agenda. It is designed to measure your positive contributions not to highlight ‘unhealthy’ activity.

By undertaking an assessment you will be provided with a detailed report that collates and examines all the positive activity and policy that your clubs delivers that impacts on the health of your local populations – providing a coherent business case for the club to use to engage with local authorities and the NHS, to develop partnerships, access external funding and to plan for future activity that support the needs of your local community, supporters, staff and visitors.

The assessment focuses on 3 main areas:

1. Stadium / club details and overview

2. The local health needs – data inputted by reviewer (HM Partnerships) from an NHS source into a language that is understandable to your management teams
3. Analysis of your stadia and club  activity by topics each topic is broken down to consider related policy, training, messages to users, community outreach/involvement, specific partnerships and strategies, delivery of actions (e.g. physical activity sessions) :

a. Alcohol – This section is focused on measuring your non-alcoholic offerings and promotion of sensible drinking. It does not examine sponsorships or partnerships with alcohol providers r examine alcohol sales
b. Environment – this includes examining you environment and recycling policies and actions
c. Healthy Eating – this looks at healthier catering provision and promotion of health eating and does not examine your provision of ‘unhealthy’ foods
d. Physical Activities – included in this section are questions examining your delivery around sport and physical activity and the promotion of your session
e. Tobacco Control – looking at smokefree policy and smoking cessation initiatives etc. 
The data is gathered though a series of one to one interviews with key staff at your club. Once this data has been collated and inputted, the reviewer is then able to score each section and analyse the stadia or club activity. A report is then produced for the stadia/club and this will demonstrate to them the areas they excel  in and will also identify areas where the club could work with local partners to further enhance the impact of there work, based on the local health needs. 
The assessment is confidential for your club and it will remain so, unless your club wish to use the assessment to demonstrate the positive role your club plays on the health of your communities
This analysis will assist the club in forming an ‘Action Plan’ for future aims and objectives; it will also be used by the club as a baseline measure to review progress. 
On successful completion of an Assessment the club / stadia receive an acknowledgement of the valuable contribution made by the club / stadia to the local health agenda. The acknowledgement makes particular reference to areas of excellence within the report that could be considered best practice.
